The Virginia Association of Family and Consumer Sciences (VAFCS) will honor up to two outstanding college seniors studying in the areas of Family and Consumer Sciences and enrolled in a Virginia college or university.  The student must hold a membership in the professional organization of American Association of Family and Consumer Sciences at the time of submitting the application.  The award winners and presentations will be presented at the VAFCS Annual Meeting.  Recipient(s) will have their membership to AAFCS paid for two years and a paid meal to that year’s state meeting to receive their award recognition.

The nominee shall meet the following criteria:
1. Enrollment in a Family and Consumer Sciences field of study.

2. Have an overall grade point average of at least 2.5 on a 4.0 scale.

3. Have a grade point average of at least 3.0 out of 4.0 in Family and Consumer Sciences classes.

4. Be a member of the American Association of Family and Consumer Sciences.

5. Show evidence of leadership in extracurricular activities.

6. Shall submit a statement from the college/university stating the class rank and grade point average.

7. Shall submit a letter of recommendation stating accomplishments of the nominee from the Family and Consumer Sciences Department chairperson/teacher.

8. Shall submit a letter of recommendation from a person of the nominee’s choice (other than a family member or relative).
